The purpose of this course is to refresh and deepen your understanding of microeconomic theory 
and models, with an emphasis on neoclassical theory.  We will also explore applications and 
critiques of the theory.

To succeed in this class, you will need to attend class regularly, review class materials 
frequently, gain practice by working problems (we will do a good deal of this during class time), 
and engage with the additional readings and opportunities for research and application.
